2. Before using Iohexol
This drug is for hospital use only. Read all information given to you and follow all instructions given by your doctor closely. If your
symptoms or health problems do not get better or if they become worse, call your doctor. Do not share your drugs with others and
do not take anyone else's drugs. If you have any questions about Iohexol, please talk with your doctor, nurse, pharmacist or other
health care provider.
- If you have had an allergy or skin reaction to Iohexol or any other contrast media, their ingredients, other drugs, foods or substances
tell your doctor about the allergy and what signs you ha
- Patient should be well hydrated before and after procedure. Check with your doctor to see if you need to drink extra fluids before
getting Iohexol. Drink non-caffeine liquids after using Iohexol unless told to drink less by your doctor. Maintain normal diet up to
3 hours before procedure.
- You should not use laxative or a diuretic substances before Tohexol.

Instruct patient to
remain passive. Move patient slowly and only as necessary.

- Keep all drugs in a safe place, out of the reach of children and pets. If you mmk there has been an overdose, you should get medical
care right away. Be ready to tell or show what was taken, how much, and when it happene
- Unused portions must be discarded and never take drugs beyond their expiration date.

« Administration:

- Arthrography is usually performed under local anesthesia, The amount of Iohexol injected is dependent on the size of the joint to
be examined and the technique employed. Lower volumes of contrast medium are usually injected for knee and shoulder arthrography
when double-contrast examinations using 15 ml to 100 ml of air are performed.

- Strict aseptic technique is required to prevent infection. Fluoroscopic control should be used to ensure proper needle placement,
prevent extracapsular injection and prevent dilution of contrast medium.

- Undue pressure should not be exerted during injection.

3. warnings and contrai while using Tohexol
~ Preparatory dehydration is dangerous and may contribute to acute renal failure in patients with advanced vascular discase, diabetic
patients, in susceptible nondiabetic patients (often elderly with preexisting renal disease), infants and small children.
Dehydration in these patients seems to be enhanced by the osmotic diuretic action of contrast agents. Patients should be well hydrated
prior to and following administration of any contrast medium, including lohexol.
- Caution is advised when using lohexol in patients with the following conditions: patients with renal impairment, combined renal-
hepatic disease, severe thyrotoxicosis, thyroid problems, cardiovascular disorders including low blood pressure and heart attack,
congestive heart failure, severe arterial/venous discase, ischemia, and isorders (as
Tohexol inhibits blood coagulation), multiple mycloma, anuria, sickle cell disease, buerger's discase, focal and generalized motor
seizures reported patients with history of epilepsy, migraine, multiple sclerosis, myasthenia gravis (the administration of iodinated
contrast media may aggravate the symptoms of myasthenia gravis), homocystinuria (because of the risk of inducing thrombosis and

‘The reactions develop shortly afier the start ol'lhe injection (e.g. within 1 to 3 mmules) but delayed reactions may oceur. Manifestations
include bronchial asthma, respiratory arrest, and shock. Talk with your doctor
if you are allergic to Iohexol, other mdmaled Lonlra:l medium or any other dnlgs mgxedmnu food and dyes.
- Severe cutancous adverse reactions, including Stevens-Johnson syndrome and toxic epidermal necrolysis (SJS/TEN), acute generalized
exanthematous pustulosis (AGEP) and drug reaction with cosinophilia and systemic symptoms (DRESS), may develop from 1 hour
1o several weeks after intravascular contrast agent administration. Reaction severity may increase and time to onset may decrease
with repeat administration of contrast agent. Prophylactic medications may not prevent or mitigate severe cutancous adverse reactions
Avoid administering product to patients with history of severe cutaneous adverse reaction to product.
- Patients who are receiving anticonvulsants should be maintained on this therapy. Should a seizure occur, the doctor may recommend
intravenous diazepam or phenobarbital sodium. In pauems with a history of seizure activity who are not on anucon\'ulsant therapy,

- This medicine may affect certain lab tests. Administration of iodinated contrast agents may interfere with thyroid uptake of
iodine (I-131 and I-123) and decrease therapeutic and diagnostic efficacy in patients with carcinoma of the thyroid. The decrease in
efficacy lasts approximately foq 6-8 weeks. Tell all of your health care providers and lab workers that you take Iohexol.

- Todinated contrast agents appear to increase the risk of metformin-induced lactic acidosis, possibly as a result of worsening renal
function. Stop metformin at the time of; or prior to, Iohexol administration in patients with an cGFR (estimated glomerular filtration
rate) between 30 and 60 mL/min/1.73 m?; in patients with a history of hepatic impairment, alcoholism or heart failure, or in patients
who will be administered intra-arterial iodinated contrast. Re-evaluate eGFR 48 hours after the imaging procedure, and reinstitute
metformin only after renal function is stable.

Contraindications

- Allergy to iod and other contrast medias, drugs and other substances, history of asthma allergies.

- If used before an x-ray of the uterus and fallopian tubes: If you are having your menstrual period or you have a genital infection,
If you have had a type of tissue taken out (curettage) or a type of cervix biopsy (conization) within the past 30 days, If you have had
a pregnancy ended within thf past 6 months, If you are pregnant or may be pregnant. Do not take Iohexol if you are pregnant.

Overdosage

Beta-adrenergic blocking agents, diuretics, ACE-inhibitors: The use of beta-adrenergic blocking agents lowers the threshold for
and increases the severity of contrast reactions and reduces the responsiveness of treatment of hypersensitivity reactions with
epinephrine. Because of the risk of hypersensitivity reactions, use caution when administering lohexol to patients taking beta-blockers,

Other interactions
Many drugs are known to have major and mediate interaction with Iohexol. Some of them are listed below: acebutolol, acetazolamide,

therapy. Tohexol displays a low affinity for serum or plasma proteins and is poorly bound to serum albumin and can be dialyzed.
4. Possible side effects

Along with its needed effects, lohexol may cause some unwanted effects. Although not all of these side effects may oceur, if they
do occur they may need medical attention.

Side effects requiring immediate medical attention:

- Signs of an allergic reaction like rash; hives; itching; red, swollen, blistered or peeling skin with or without fever; wheezing; tightness
in the chest or throat; chest pain or pressure, trouble breathing, swallowing or talking; unusual hoarseness or swelling of the mouth,
face, lips, tongue or throat.

- Signs of kidney problems like unable to pass urine, change in how much urine is passed, blood in the urine or a big weight gain
- Weakness on 1 side of the body, trouble speaking or thinking, change in balance, drooping on one side of the face or blurred eyesight.
- Very serious skin reactions like Stevens-Johnson syndrome and toxic epidermal necrolysis may happen from 1 hour to several weeks
afier getting this drug. Get medical help right away if you have signs like red, swollen, blistered, or peeling skin with or without
fever; red or irritated eyes; sores in your mouth, throat, nose or eyes.

- A burning, numbness or tingling féeling that i not normal in case of spinal injection.

- A heartbeat that does not feel normal, very bad dizziness or passing out, swelling in the arms or legs, seizures, severe headache
and change in eyesight.

- This mediciné may cause tissue damage if the drug leaks from the vein. Tell your nurse if you have any redn
swelling, blisters, sKin sores or leaking of fluid where the drug is going into your body.

Other side effects:

Although not all of these side effects may occur, check with your doctor or nurse immediately if you experienced any of the following
side effects:

The most frequently reported adverse reactions are headache, mild to moderate pain including backache, neckache and stiffness,
nausea and vomiting. These reactions usually occur 1 to 10 hours afier injection. They are usually mild to moderate in degree, lasting
for a few hours and usually disappearing within 24 hours.

- Very common (10% or more): Headache (may be severe and prolonged), diarrhea, pain.

- Common (1% to 10%): Nausea, vomiting, pancreatitis, dizziness, neuralgia, blood amylase increased, back pain, vision abnormalities
(including blurred vision and photomas), transient increase in serum creainine, feeling hot

- Uncommon (0.1% to 1%): Abdominal pain, aseptic meningitis syndrome, visual hallucinations, somnolence, hemiparesis, transient
mic attack, cerebral infarction, syncope, hypoglycemia in pediatrics, nystagmus, urticaria, purpura, abscess, pruritus, dyspnca,
. coughing, laryngitis, fever, hives.

- Rare (0.01% to 0.1%): Seizure, ncurologlcal changes, drowsiness, transitory peripheral neuropathies (sensory and/or motor or

Also, your health care professional may be able to tell you about ways to prevent or reduce some of these side effects
Check with your health care professional if any of the following side effects continue or are bothersome or if you have any questions
about them: bloated, full feeling, excess air or gas in the stomach or bowels, headache, hives or welts, itching skin, redness of the skin.
